Workshop Overview:

This workshop will focus on more specific and advanced levels of receptive skills for voice interpretations.  It is imperative that interpreters are able to assess signed messages for clear understanding in turn enabling them to interpret more efficiently.  Some factors that will be discussed in relation to their impact on out interpretations are: linguistic comprehension, cultural implications, how our own personal culture impacts the interpretations, linguistic registers, and our “filtering” process.  Reciprocity of perspective will be defined and application will be explained.  The goal is to further improve our receptive skills to better grasp the meaning of signed ASL messages, and thus provide a more accurate voiced interpretation.

Educational Objectives: Participants will have an opportunity to learn, discuss and apply the skills learned during the training.  Each participant will watch a signed message and have an opportunity to provide a voiced interpretation and receive feedback.  Participants will be able to better understand signed ASL message (cultural and linguistic nuances) and provide more accurate voiced interpretations.  They will be able to apply new information regarding their personal filtering process and the cultural and linguistic implications and it subsequent impact on their voiced interpretations.
Activity Plan: Introduction to the lecture and presenter as well as a question and answer session.
